It ensures and records, in real-time, the
secure movement of alcohol, tobacco and energy
products, simplifies procedures for traders with a
standardised electronic system for the EU, speeds up
the release of goods and create a paperless
administration.

More than 100 000 economic operators currently
use the system, and it is a crucial tool for
information exchange and cooperation between
Member States.

A similar Advanced Business Module training has
been developed, providing more detailed training on
each procedure of information exchange.
